The Reading Journal 

includes a Reading Log to record the 10 picture 

books that you and your child read together 

and 5 reading response pages that you and 

your child complete after reading 5 of the books 

that you listed on the Reading Log.   

 

The assignments are considered part of the 

child’s reading requirement for the first 

trimester of the 2010 - 2011 school year and will 

be given a grade. Failure to complete the 

summer reading requirement will affect your 

child’s Home-School Participation grade.
