SCHEDULE

MCAS Summer Camp will be held at Atlantis Charter School, 37 Park Street (Upper School). The program will run for
16 days (Monday-Thursday) from 7:45 AM to 11:30 AM. It will commence on Tuesday, July 6, and concludes on
Thursday, July 29. Regular attendance is necessary -- students may not miss more than 2 days of Camp. Please note
that the first week’s schedule is different due to the Fourth of July holiday. The first week will be Tuesday, July 6 —
Friday, July 9.
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ACADEMIC PROGRAM

Children will participate in a rigorous academic program that emphasizes English Language Arts/Reading and
Mathematics. An individual report describing the effort and academic progress of your child will be mailed home, and
becomes part of the student’s academic record.

FOOD
Breakfast will be provided each morning. Students may also bring a mid-morning healthy snack from home. Lunch is
not being provided.

TRANSPORTATION, PICK UP/DROP OFF
Parents need to provide transportation for their children to and from school and may want to arrange carpooling with
other parents.

HOURS
Students must be picked up regularly at 11:30 AM. Note that there will be no staff to supervise the children after this
time and children will have to wait for their parents/guardians in the side parking lot of the school.

DRESS CODE, DISCIPLINE POLICY

Please also be aware that the regular school-year discipline code will be in force, but the uniform code is not in force
during MCAS Summer Camp. However students must wear appropriate school clothing (no flip-flops; short skirts, tops,
shorts; bathing suits, spaghetti strap tops).
